With the Poppy Party in mind, Mrs Driscoll remembers Fancy Dress parades at the 
Houghton fete. 

 
“Well, I never wore fancy dress but Mary did.  Not sure about Gordon though.  I had 
thought that Gordon had gone as a chimney sweep once with his face blackened but 
I think I must be wrong about that.  Anyway, there was a particular year and Mary 
and Robin Rice (who used to live next door at Wayside cottages) were about 3 – 
well they weren’t at school at any rate.  Well on this occasion Mary and Robin 
dressed up as Bride and Bridegroom.  I remember Mrs Noble made the dress for 
Mary from the material Mrs Spedding sent to me for it.  Mrs Spedding sent a big 
parcel of bits that were all too small to make anything for her daughter but she 
thought there would be enough for Mary, which there was, so she ended up with 
nightdresses made up of one lot of material for the top half and another one for the 
bottom!  Anyway it must have been some kind of fete in the village and so we were 
all set to go (with Mary and Robin in their fancy dress outfits) when Mary refused to 
go without a wedding ring on!  So we went to Woolworths for the smallest curtain 
ring they had but the funniest bit was, I was all set to pay the 1p for the four little 
rings but Millie looks up and says ‘you don’t want all four, you only want two – give 
the woman an ‘a’penny!’  I will always remember that!  Well, they won first prize!  I 
don’t remember how we got Robin’s uniform which he wore as the Groom.  I think he 
was in khaki, but we had trouble to shrink his beret which was too big for him.  Well 
of course when the one was on at Broughton we thought we may as well go to that 
one and Mary and Robin changed into their wedding outfits at Aunty Babe’s.  They 
won the first prize at that one too, so when King’s Somborne held theirs, we decided 
to go along to that one too and blow me down if they didn’t win first prize there as 
well!  We didn’t go to any more because we’d had enough of traipsing around with 
the bride and groom. We had to walk to these things which was pretty normal in 
those days.  But you could catch the bus to King’s Somborne if you wanted to - 
Coopers.  Emensis (Ed: does anyone know the correct spelling of this bus company?) 
used to run to Salisbury every Tuesday.  When I was about nine or ten I went to stay 
with Aunt Rose on occasion and she would bring me back as far as Andover from 
Atherton and saw me on the bus and told the driver not to let me off till we got to 
King’s Somborne!” 

 
To finish off ,Mrs D sends this message to readers:  
 
 “I am being treated very well in Andover.  My plaster is off and although my leg still 
aches at times at least I am getting a bit better on me feet.  I used to dread it when 
they had to try and get me outta bed but now I can make it.  Next I will be walking up 
and down I ‘ope!  I am sleeping alright but don’t have much of an appetite. But then 
you don’t do you if you’re laid in bed doin’ nothin’!”

This year, due to the warm weather Mayfly were seen on the river 
and surrounding bushes and trees from early May, sometimes in 
great clouds. If the weather is cold in the spring as it was last year 
(2010) they may not appear until late May and on into June. 
The Mayfly hatch is a time of plenty for birds and fish alike. 
 
This is quite a large aquatic fly; the body is creamy yellow with 
distinctive brown markings, it has 3 tails and heavily veined 
transparent wings on the front with smaller wings on the rear. The 

female is larger than the male, in the male the colours of its wings, tails and legs are 
darker, and the body is paler. 
Lifecycle:   
The eggs are laid on the water, they are sticky and as they sink they attach to stones, 
gravel and plants. 
 
The Nymph hatches from the egg and burrows beneath the gravel and silt. It can grow 
to over 30 mm long, normally taking two years to reach maturity, on The Test it tends to 
be just one year. Nymphs breathe through gills which consist of small plates which run 
down either side of the body. In slow flowing water they use these plates to generate a 
flow of water over the gills. 
 
The Dun —When the nymph is ready to hatch it stops feeding, the wing cases become 
dark and the body looks silvery as it fills with gas which will help it swim or crawl to the 
surface. The skin splits and the fly emerges on to the water as a Dun. If the weather is 
wet or dull the wings will take longer to dry making the fly vulnerable to predators. This 
‘Dun’ stage may last 12 – 36 hours; they have a dull appearance due to tiny hairs which 
stop them from becoming waterlogged. The Dun moults to reveal a bright insect with 
transparent wings, this is the Spinner. 
 
The adult Mayflies are now ready to mate on the wing. The males swarm, bobbing up 
and down, often over bushes or trees. The females will fly into the swarm, each joining 
with a male who will then fly off with her to mate. Each female will fly onto the water to 
lay her eggs which may amount to thousands. They usually fly upstream as they lay 
their eggs and will then die, floating down the river with open wings. These are known 
as ‘spent spinners’. Fish feed avidly on these spent flies.  The males will often die over 
land after mating is completed.

Did You Know? 
Mayfly are also known as ‘day flies’ indicating that their life as an adult is very short.  
The name ‘Mayfly’ is related to the time of year when the may flower is in bloom rather 
than the month of May, as they can be seen in June as well.
