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Nature Notes
The Ring-necked Pheasant (phasianus colchicus)

What do they look like?

The male (cock) has colourful plumage. The
head and neck are iridescent blue-green or
purple, separated from the rest of the body by
a white collar, he also has bright red patches
of bare skin on the cheeks, which form wattles
below the eyes. Long feathers on the sides of
the head form a double crest that resembles
ears or horns. The male has spurs on the
backs of his legs. The female (hen) has

shades of light and dark brown in her plumage. She is perfectly camouflaged, blending
into the dry grasses and cover so that she is very hard to see. Both male and female
have long tail feathers.

How big are they?
. Weight: 1-3 kg
. Length: 53-91cm

Where to see them
. These birds prefer fields and farmlands with brushy cover, though they also in-
habit woodland undergrowth and some wetlands.

What do they eat?
. Seeds, berries, corn, green plant shoots, insects, worms, molluscs

Lifespan: very short, 10-20 months in the wild.
Breeding: Females nest in hedgerows and woodlands from March

. Clutch size: 10-15 eggs

. Incubation: 23-25 days

. Fledge: chicks are able to walk and run almost immediately. The young develop
quickly and are able to fly short distances at only seven days of age. They re-
main with the female, and occasionally with the adult pair, for several weeks.

Did you know?
. The pheasant originally came from Asia and was introduced to Britain by the Ro-

mans
. A group of pheasants is called a ‘bouquet’.

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Lily Poisoning in Cats — a sad but informative ar  ticle by Andy Henderson

Until this month, January 2011, | had never heard of lily poisoning. Like many other peo-
ple I had viewed lilies as attractive and colourful flowers with a rather pungent scent that
had a habit of shedding its pollen after a few days in the vase. Just before Christmas my
wife had been given a bouquet of flowers containing lilies, and over the festive period
these adorned our kitchen. As a consequence one of our two Bengali cats, only18
months old, had to be put out of her misery by our vet after 5 days of acute illness. Had |
known the risks that these flowers posed to felines | would never have allowed them
anywhere near our house.

Kyro first started to show symptoms at 6:30am on the first Wednesday in January; | had
been greeted by the sound of vomiting from our utility room after getting up that morning.
My first thought was that she had eaten one mouse too many, but by late morning there
was no improvement. A quick call to the vet and she was booked in for a 3pm appoint-
ment. However, by 1pm she could hardly stand and was still retching violently. Another
call to the vet and the advice was to bring her to the surgery immediately. By 2:30pm the
same day she was on an intravenous drip, antibiotics and a cocktail of vitamins. Our vet
found Kyro’s kidneys to be significantly swollen and diagnosed poisoning but advised it
would be difficult to pinpoint the exact substance responsible for her illness with their
limited resources. Antifreeze was diagnosed as the most likely cause, and until recently
has been the most common cause of renal failure in cats as they are attracted by the
sweetness of the liquid.

Over the next couple of days Kyro stopped vomiting, appeared brighter and even started
eating a renal diet. An improvement in demeanour is often associated with lily poisoning.
For a short while cats appear to get better, but this improvement is only temporary. The
vet was optimistic at this point that the intravenous fluids would flush out her system.
However, daily blood tests indicated no reduction in the enzymes being produced by her
kidneys.

During late Saturday and early Sunday Kyro started to go downhill. Blood tests showed
increased levels of enzymes being produced by her kidneys. By mid-afternoon there
was an onset of multiple organ failure as her liver and kidneys started to shut down. She
was starting to fit and there was evidence of haemorrhaging. At this point we agreed
with our vet that the kindest action was to put Kyro out of her misery, and she was put to
sleep with a simple injection.

After her death our vet consulted an expert in animal diseases and was advised that the
symptoms pointed to lily flower poisoning. Apparently this has overtaken antifreeze as
one of the most common cause of poisoning in cats. Some florists and retailers do indi-
cate on their labelling the risks to cats, but this practise is not widespread.

If you have cats then hopefully this article will help you understand the risks to your ani-
mals if you either buy lilies from a shop or grow them in your garden. All parts of the lily -
flowers, leaves and root/bulb - are fatal to cats if eaten, but in my view the greatest dan-
ger lies with the pollen they produce. Lilies are prolific developers of pollen and it takes
only a few grains to be deposited on the cat’s fur and then ingested while

grooming to prove fatal. | suspect that this was the cause of our cat’s

death.
